Урок-игра по английскому языку в 8 классе “The British Panorama.”
Цели  урока:

· Воспитательный аспект:

- воспитание культуры общения;

 - поддержание интереса к изучаемому языку и формирование познавательной активности учащихся.
· Развивающий аспект:

 - развитие языковых и интеллектуальных способностей, готовности к коммуникации.

· Социокультурный аспект;

- формирование у учащихся уважительного отношения и интереса к культуре, народу страны изучаемоего языка.

· Образовательный аспект:

 - расширение эрудиции и кругозора учащихся.

· Учебный аспект: 

 - совершенствование грамматических навыков и умения оперировать знаниями, касающимися исторических, географических и культурных реалий страны изучаемого языка в ходе построения собственных высказываний с использованием структур с глаголами в   “Passive Voice”. 
Наглядные пособия и оформление:

 - на доске -  географическая карта Великобритании; название игры “The British Panorama”; национальные эмблемы страны изучаемого языка (роза красная, нарцисс жёлтый, чертополох и трилистник); флаги и  альбомы с фотографиями достопримечательностей Лондона

Учащиеся делятся на 2 команды – “Red Roses” and “Black Cats”. Команды рассаживаются отдельно. По одному представителю от каждой команды выходят в центр класса, где на полу разложены карточки с цифрами от 1 до 50 в форме букв UK и надписи Start and Finish (в начале и в конце).    Учащиеся подбрасывают кубик, на гранях которого наклеены цифры от 1 до 6,  и делают ход фишками (у каждой команды своего цвета), вперёд, если правильно отвечают на вопросы учителя
Правила игры: 

1. Если команда не отвечает на вопрос учител или даёт неправильный ответ, то команда пропусает ход (Miss a Turn) и право ответа передаётся другой команде;

2. Если выпадает штрафное поле (Penalty Area), то команда получает шуточное задание (напрмер, изобразить британскую королеву во время церемонии коронации). Если задание не выполняется, то команда делает 5 шагов назад (5 Turns Backwards);

3. Выигрывает та команда, которая правильно ответив на все вопросы, быстрее доберётся до финиша (Finish).  

Условные обозначения, которые необходимо разложить на полу между цифрами от 1 до 50 (как это делается в настольных детских играх):
 - Miss a Turn – пропусти ход;

 - Penalty Area – штрафное поле;

 - Repeat a Turn – повтори ход;

 - 1 Turn Backwards – один ход назад;

 - 3 Turns Backwards – 3 хода назад;

 - 1 Turn Forward -  1 ход назад.
Примерные шуточные задания:

 - покажи чудовище из озера «Лох-Несс»;

 - изобрази лорд-канцлера в Парламенте;

 - представь, что ты королева Елизавета II во время церемонии коронации.
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Ход игры.
· Teacher: Good Morning, girls and boys! Today we ,ll play a game “The British Panorama,” where you must show your knowledge in historical facts about Great Britain and its countries, its political system,  London seightseeings and so on…  We have two teams: “Red Roses” and “Black Cats”. Now listen to the rules of the game:

1. I need two pupils – one from the first team and one from the second;
2. They will throw a dice and move a counter according to the number on the dice:

3.  If the team won, t answer the question – they miss a turn;

4. The team which first get to the Finish and answer all the questions correctly – the winner;

5. All the pupils who will have the most of right answers – get exellent marks for the lesson/

· So, start the game! I wish you Good Luck! 

Questions to be answered:

1. What is the official name of the country the language we study? 

 - The full official name of the country the language we study is The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland./the U.K. for short/
 2. Where is the U.K.situated?

 - It is situated on the British Isles, to the west of the coninent of Europe.
 3. What oceans and seas do the U.K. washed by?
 - The west coast is washed by the Atlantic Ocean and the Irish Sea: the east coast is washed by the North Sea and its south coast is washed by the English Channel. The English Channel lies between Great Britain and the continent, joining the Atlantic Ocean to the North Sea.
4. What countries does the U.K. consist of?

 - It consists of England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. 

 5. Name the national emblems (symbols) of these countries.

 - They are: England – red rose; Scotland – a thistle; Wales – a yellow daffodil; Northern Ireland – a shamrock and a red nand on the background of a shamrock.
6. How do British people name their flag?

 - They call it “the Union Jack”. It is made up of three flags, representing England, Scotland and Northern Ireland.
7. Name the flags of England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.

 - Snt. George of England; Snt. Patrick of Northern Ireland; Snt. Andrew and the Red Dragon of Wales. 

8. What is the capital of the U.K? How old is it?
 - The capital of the U.K is London. It is more than two thousand years old.
9. What is the capital of Scotland? 

 -  The capital of Scotland is Edinburgh.
10. What is the capital of Wales?

 - Cardiff is the capital of Wales. 

11. What is the capital of Northern Ireland?

 - Belfast is. 

12. What river does London stand on? How does it long?

 - It stands on the river Thames. It is more than  210 miles (338 kms) long. 

13. How many villages grew into London?

- More than three nundred villages grew into London.Such as Westminister, Kensington and so on.

14. Name Seven Wonders of Great Britain.

 - They are: 
The Stone of Scone (Destiny);        Double-Decker Buses;
Parliament;                                      Milkmen;

Cricket; Country-Garden Hedge;   Weather;

15. Where and when was the first underground opened?
 - It was opened in London in 1896. 

16. How many stations has it? How does it long?

 - It has 227 stations and it is 244 kms long.

17. How do Londoneres call their underground?
 - They call it the “Tube”.

18. How many parts is London divided into?

 - It is divided into 4 parts: the City, Wesminister, the East End and the West End.
19. What is the business and financial part of London?

 - The City is.

20. What is the official part of London?

 - Westminister is the official part of London.

21. What is Scotland Yard is?
 - It is the name of the Police Force in London.

22. What are the best-known parks there in London? 
 - There are 4 best-known parks in London. They are: Snt. James Park, Regent, s Park, Green Park and Hyde Park. 
23. What park is London Zoo situated in?

 - It is situated in Regent, s Park. 
24. What is the name of the famous Stadium in London?

 - The name of the famous Stadium in London is Wembley. 
25. Where and when did the greatest epidemic of the plague brake out?

 - It broke out in London in June 1665.  
26. When did the great fire brake out in London?
 - The summer of 1666 was very hot and dry in London. On a Sunday in September a great fire broke out in London. 

27. Who is the head of the state in rhe UK?
 - The Queen Elizabeth II is the head of the state.

28. When was she born?

 - She was born in 1926. 

 29. When was she crowned?
 - She was crowned in 1952 after her farther, s King George VI death.

30. Who is the Prime Minister?

 - Tony Blair is. He heads the Government of the country.  
31. Where is the official home of the British royal family in London?
 - Buckingham Palace is. More commonly known as Buck house.  It contains almost 600 rooms. 
32. Where is the residence of the Prime Minister?

 - Downing Street, 10 is the residence of the British Prime Minister. 
33. When was the British Parliament founded?

  - In 1215 the king had to sign the Great Charter (Magna Charter). A council of 25 barons were chosen to control the king. That was the beginnig of the Parliament. 
34. What houses does the British Parliament consist of?
 - It consists of two houses: the House of Lords and the House of Commons.  
35. Who is elected?
 - The House of Commons is elected by the people. 
36. What does Lord Chancellor sit on in Parliament?
 - He sits on the sofa with the Woolsack. 

37. What does the Woolsack show?

 - It shows that wool made England rich and powergul. 

38. When and whom was the Tower of London /an ancient fortress/ built by?
 - It was built by William the Conquere in 1078.

39. What was there in old times? /now/

 - It was a fortress, then it was a prison and the Royal Mint and Zoo. And now it is a museum where rhe crown jewels are kept.  
40. What is Saint Paul , s Cathedral famous for?

 - It is famous for its Whispering Gallery. /It runs right round the inside of the lower section of the dome. If someone who is standing near the wall on one side whispers some words, those words can be heard near the wall on the opposite side, 107 feet (32 metres) away.
41. What is Westminister Abbey famous for?

 - Almost all English kings and queens since William I have been crowned there and many famous people are burried there.  
42. Name the oldest universities in Britain. 
 - They are Oxford and Cambridge. Oxford is the first and Cambridge is the second /it was founded in 1284/. 
43. Name great men who have studied in Cambridge.

 -  Many great men have studied there. Among them Cromwell, Newton, Byron, Tennison and Darwin. The great Russian scientist I.P. Palov came to Cambridge to receive the degree of the Honorary Doctor of Cambridge. 
44. When was a famous waxworks museum opened in London?
 - Madame Tussaud, s - a famous waxworks museum in London was opened in 1835 by Marie Tussaud. She was from French. 
45. What is the best-known Britain , s lake?

 - It is the best-known Britain, s lake, because of the so-called  Lcch Ness monster said to be living in the deep waters of the lake. The popular name of the Lcch Ness monster is Nessy (Nessie). 

46. When do British people celebrate Chrismas?
  - They celebrate Chrismas on the 25 th of December.

47. From what country does the Christmas Tree bring out and where does it stand?

 - It brings from Norway and stands on Trafalgar Square. 

48. What are traditional Christmas meals in Britain?

 - The traditional Christmas meals in Britain are a turkey and a pudding.  
49. What song do Scottish people sing when they celebrate the beginning of  

the New Year at 12 o, clock (midnight)? 
 - “Auld Lang Syne’ – a traditional song sung at the end of gathering, to remember times past, esp. when they celebrate the beginning of the New Year at 12 o, clock (midnight) on December 31 st .The words of the song are from a poem by Robert Burns.   

50. What is the most famous forest in England?

 - Sherwood Forest is.

51. Who lived in Sherwood Forest?

 - According to the legend, Robin Hood and his Merry Men lived there and fought against monks and Norman barons who oppressed the people. 
52. British people love animals very much. Where and whom did they put up a statue?

  - They put up a statue to the dog. His name was Bobby. He was a terrier. They put a statue up for his brave and faithfulness in Scotland, Edinburgh.

 53. Great Britainis is separated from Continent by English Channel. When was the Channel Tunnel between Calais and Folkstone opened?
 - It was opened by Queen Elizabeth II of Britain and President Mitteran of France. They were the first to travel under the sea. It was on May, 6, 1994. 

54. How does it long?
 - It is 46 kms long.
